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PREFACE

As part of the Ministry of Finance (MOF) strategy towards adhering to fiscal
transparency and comprehensiveness in publishing fiscal data in accordance with
international standards, the MOF has upgraded the Government Finance Bulletin
(the Bulletin) to be in line with the Government Finance Statistics Manual (GFSM
2014), and after fulfilling the requirements of the IMF Special Data Dissemination
Standards (SDDS). Jordan succeeded in subscribing to the SDDS starting from
2010.

The Bulletin aims at fostering competence in fiscal statistics in Jordan and meeting
the recommendations of the “Report on Standards and Codes (ROSC)", which
provides a review and assessment of Jordan’s data dissemination practices against
IMF’s GDDS and SDDS. Starting January 2008 a new methodology of data
dissemination, in accordance with the new chart of accounts, was adopted.

In order to develop the monthly bulletin and bring more transparency detailed
tables related to public debt have been added.

The Bulletin is divided into six main sections:
- Budgetary government finance statistics
- Public Debt statistics
- Own-budget agencies finance statistics
- Municipalities and local councils finance statistics
- Financial statements of the Social Security Corporation, and
- General government finance statistics, which combines the above four
sections.

The Bulletin includes a table of main economic indicators that covers the last four
years as well as the most recent available data for various sectors of the economy.
A guide to methodology and statistical concepts is also included in the Bulletin. In
addition, charts and memorandum items which contain important ratios are
presented below the many tables of the Bulletin.
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Manual of methodology and statistical concepts
This bulletin includes the monthly data of the government's financial statistics in line with the
International Manual for Preparing Public Finance Statistics for the year 2014, issued by the

International Monetary Fund. The following is an explanation of the most prominent concepts,
methodology and definitions included in the bulletin:

A: Concepts
First: General government: It is all the entities that have a significant influence on public financial
policies and mainly carry out non-market, non-profit operations (Government Finance Statistics
Manual 2014), and it includes:
1. The central government includes the following:
A - The central government within the budget law: It includes the ministries and government
departments that work within the central authority bodies in the state, and their data appears in the
general budget law.
B- Government units that perform central government functions: These include the units
included in the Government Units Budget Law that perform major non-profit economic functions of
the government, namely:
* The Constitutional Court
* The Independent Election Commission
» Health insurance fund
2- Local government: all municipalities in the kingdom are represented, including the Greater
Amman Municipality and the following local councils: Petra Region Authority, Agaba Economic
Zone Authority
3 Social Security Funds: It includes the financial statements of both the Social Security
Corporation and the Social Security Investment Fund.
B: Definitions

Revenues, including:

Taxes: It represents all types of taxes imposed and collected in the interest of the general

government.



Taxes on goods and services: All taxes imposed on the production, extraction, sale, transfer of
ownership, rental, or supply of goods and the provision of services.
Other additional taxes: These include additional taxes on the quantities of consumed electricity,
transactions of the Land and Survey Department, car and driver licenses, and others.
Social Security Revenues: It includes insurance revenues for the Social Security Corporation,
pension deductions for the government retirement fund, in addition to insurance deductions for the
civil health insurance fund.
Expenditures:
Current expenditures: the annual recurring government expenditures that aim to enable the
government apparatus to perform the tasks assigned to it, including:
Compensation of employees: the total cash rewards payable to a government employee for work
performed during the specified accounting period.
Subsidies: unrequited current payments made by government units to projects on the basis of their
levels of productive activities or on the basis of the quantities or values of goods or services that
they produce, sell, export or import.
Support: non-compulsory current or capital transfers from one government unit to another
government unit or to international organizations.
Social benefits: cash transfers to protect society as a whole or certain groups from social risks that
may adversely affect families by either reducing their income or imposing additional burdens on
them.
Capital expenditures: government expenditures that lead to an increase in the capital formation.
The expenditures on projects include infrastructure, maintenance and security, purchase of
equipment, machinery and equipment, and other expenditures of a capital nature.
General Government primary deficit / savings: Domestic revenues minus total spending
(excluding interest payments).

General government current deficit / savings: Domestic revenues minus current expenditures.



Central government primary deficit / savings: Domestic revenue minus total spending (excluding
interest payments).

Central government current deficit / saving: Domestic revenues minus current expenditures.

Net domestic debt: represents total domestic debt minus deposits with the banking system.
General government debt: represents the existing balance of domestic and foreign debts owed by
the general government.

Central government debt: represents the existing balance of the domestic and foreign debts of the
central government (within the budget and with independent budgets).

Combined deficit: This deficit represents the sum of the central government deficit.



FISCAL DEVELOPMENTS
DURING FIRST TEN MONTHS OF 2021




Domestic revenues increased by 18.7% during the first ten months

compared to the same period of the last year

Actual public financial data during the first ten months of this year showed a
clear improvement in domestic revenue collections, which rose by JD 963.1
million or 18.7%, compared to the same period of the last year. This is due to the
improvement in the collection of each of the tax revenues, which rose by JD
582.2 million and non-tax revenues, which rose by JD 380.9 million compared to
the same period of the previous year, and this reflects the prudence of the
financial management taken by the government and the structural, legislative and
administrative treatment in addressing tax and customs evasion and avoidance,
in addition to what the fiscal policy has accomplished in achieving the expected

domestic revenues successfully, institutionally and professionally.

The rise in tax revenues was mainly due to the increase in income tax collections
during the first ten months of 2021 to reach JD 1080.4 million, compared to JD
1004.6 million or 7.5% during the same period of 2020, as for the level of non-
tax revenues, the increase came mainly due to the increase of the item of revenue
from selling goods and services to reach a JD 695 million compared to a JD 499

million or 39.3% compared to the same period of the previous year.

On the level of public expenditures, it increased by JD 605.8 million or 8.2%,
compared to the same period of the previous year. This increase mainly due to
the increase in capital expenditures by JD 297 million or 62.4% and the increase
in current expenditures by 4.5% compared with the same period of the previous
year. Noting that spending on capital projects is during the third and fourth
quarters at a greater value because the projects cycle begins during the third

quarter.

As a result of these developments, the financial deficit after grants decreased by
JD 225.1 million, to reach a value of JD 1283.8 million during the first ten

months of the year 2021 compared to the same period of the previous year.
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Summary of Fiscal Developments during the
First ten months of 2021

First: Domestic Revenues and Grants

Domestic revenues during the first ten months of 2021 amounted to JD 6123.9
million, compared to JD 5160.8 million during the same period of 2020, i.e. a
rise of JD 963.1 million. The increase in domestic revenue was a result to an
increase in tax revenues by approximately JD 582.2 million. And an increase in
non-tax revenues by approximately JD 380.9 million.

The increase in tax revenues came mainly as a result of the increase in general
tax on "goods and services" by JD 436.6 million or 15.2%, the increase in tax
revenue on the "income and profits" by JD 75.8 million or 7.5%, and an increase
in " financial transactions (real estate sales tax) " by JD 21.7 million or 64.8%
and an increase on "taxes on international trade and transactions™ by JD 48.1
million or 20.9%.

The increase in non- tax revenues came mainly as a result of an increase in
“Property Tax” revenue by approximately JD 97.3 million, an increase in “sales
of goods and services” JD 196 million, and an increase in “miscellaneous
revenues JD 87.4 million, and an increase in the “pension contributions” by JD
0.1 million.

Foreign grants during the first ten months of 2021 amounted to JD 573.7 million,
compared to JD 705.8 million during the same period of 2020, representing a
decrease of JD 132.1 million or 18.7% compared to the same period last year.

Domestic Revunues during first ten months of 2020-2021
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Accordingly, the total revenues and grants for the central government / budget
during the first ten months of 2021 amounted to JD 6697.6 million compared to
JD 5866.6 million during the same period of 2020, with the increase by JD 831
million or 14.2%.
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Second: Total Expenditures

Total expenditures for the central government / budget amounted to JD 7981.4
million during the first ten months of 2021 compared to JD 7375.5 million
during the same period of 2020, reflecting an increase by JD 605.8 million or
8.2%, This increase in total expenditures was a result of an increase in current
expenditures by JD 308.9 million or 4.5% and an increase in capital expenditures
by JD 297 million or 62.4%.

Third: Overall Deficit/ Surplus

The previous developments resulted a budget deficit during the first ten months
of 2021, after grants for the central government / budget amounted to JD 1283.8
million compared to a deficit of JD 1508.9 million during the same period of
2020, while the deficit before external grants of JD 1857.5 million compared to a
deficit of JD 2214.7 million during the same period of 2020.

Fourth: External and Domestic Debt

Total Debt

The outstanding government debt excluding the debt holding by Social Security
Investment Fund (SSIF) at the end of October 2021 amounted to JD 27930.4
million or 87.40% of estimated October 2021 GDP compared to JD 26499.3
million or 85.4% of GDP at the end of 2020.

This includes National Electric Power Company (NEPCO) and Water Authority
of Jordan (WAJ) debt amounting to JD 7.9 billion.

External debt
Outstanding of external public debt (government and government-guaranteed)
excluding the debt holding by Social Security Investment Fund (SSIF) at the end
of October 2021 amounted to JD 14523 million, or 45.4% of the estimated GDP
of October 2021, compared to JD 13715.2 million at the end of 2020 or 44.2% of
the 2020 GDP.

Meanwhile, during October of 2021, the external debt service/ interest
(government and government-guaranteed) amounted to JD 47 million, while
payments of external installments amounted to approximately JD 32.4 million.

Domestic debt
Outstanding of domestic debt (budgetary and guaranteed) excluding the debt
holding by Social Security Investment Fund (SSIF) at the end of October 2021

amounted to JD 13407.4 million or 41.9% of the estimated GDP of October
2021 compared to JD 12784 million or 41.2% of the GDP at the end of 2020.
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Consolidated Budget Deficit for 2020

In order to achieve higher transparency and disclosure levels in the
government financial data, especially that the annual published final
accounts for the government reflects the financial data of both the
central government and the government Own Budget Units separately,
but not holistically, the consolidated financial data for both the central
government and the Own Budget Units has been prepared. They show
the following:

The consolidated budget deficit for the central government and
government Own Budget Units in 2020 reached JD 2245.6 million
compared to JD 1208.6 million within the same period of 2019. This
deficit represents a summary of the deficit for the Central Government
and OBUs for 2020.

A- Central Government deficit( ministries, Government units within
the General Budget Law) which reached about JD 2182.4 million
during 2020 in comparison to 1058.3 million in 2019.

B- The government Own Budget Units deficit has reached JD 48.7
million during 2020 compared to JD 143.2 million in 2019.

Noting that in order to statistically calculate the consolidated 2020
deficit for the central government and the OBUs, the overlapping
financial transactions have been excluded in both the revenues and the
expenditures according to the international public accounting standards
in processing financial data.

1. Central Government

2. Government Own Budget units:

Note: The Royal Decree was issued with the approval of the General
Budget Law for the fiscal year 2019, as Article (18) of it stipulates that
the budgets, be transferred from the Government Units Budgets Law to
the General Budget Law, and their budgets are organized according to its

provisions
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Total consolidated revenues and grants:

The total collected domestic revenues and grants for the central
government and government units in 2020 amounted to JD 8127 million
compared to JD 9057.5 million in 2019, with a decrease of JD 930.5
million as follows:

The total domestic revenues and external grants to the central
government in 2020 amounted to JD 7028.9 million compared to JD
7754.3 million at the end of 2019, with a decrease of JD 725.4 million or
9.4%.

The total domestic revenues and external grants for government own
budget units in 2020 reached JD 1137.1 million compared to JD 1328.8
million at the end of 2019, with a decrease of JD 191.7 million or
14.4%.

Total Consolidated Expenditures:

Total consolidated expenditures in 2020 amounted to JD 10372.6
million compared to JD 10258.4 million at the end of 2019.

The total expenditures of the Central Government in 2020 amounted to
JD 9211.3 million compared to 8812.7 million in 2019, recording an
increase of JD 398.6 million or 4.5%.

The total expenditures of the Government Own Budget units in 2020
amounted to JD 1185.8 million compared to JD 1472 million in 2019,
with a decrease of JD 286.2 million or 19.4%.

Note:

The final account for the Central Government and the government own
budget units that is published on MOF website displays details of
revenues and expenditures and deficit in these areas.
